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It is with joy and thanksgiving, that the 
Concordia Trust Board of Directors 
announces the Elke Meissgeier Me-
morial Scholarship to recognize the 
academic achievement of high school 
students studying German. 
 
The award will be presented, for the 
first time in June 2019, to a graduating 
senior who has studied German for at 
least four years, demonstrated out-
standing German language skills, 
shown leadership in the schoolôs Ger-
man Club and German cultural activi-
ties, and has been enthusiastic about 
all things German.  The benefactor of 
the award is The Rev. Ellen Meissgeier, 
who provided the funding for the 
$1,000 prize, which will be given to a 
qualifying student for the next five 
years, in memory of her mother, Elke 
Meissgeier. 
 
ñMy motivation for sponsoring this 
award is because the German language, 
culture and food are in my DNA and I 
love that there are young people who 
share this interest, especially in learn-
ing to speak the language, something I 
wish I could do betterò, explained Pas-
tor Meissgeier.   
 
Elke Messigeier was born in 
Greifswald, a city in northeastern Ger-
many.  She traveled to Stuttgart after 
World War II where she met and mar-
ried her husband, Hans. They had two 
daughters before leaving Germany for 
Canada. The family moved to West Vir-
ginia, where three sons were born, be-
fore settling in the Philadelphia area. 

 
Family and German traditions were 
always important in the Meissgeier 
household, including the lighting of 
real candles on the Christmas tree each 
year. Neighbors and friends always 
stopped in on Christmas Eve for this 
unique experience.  Elke was also 
known for the traditional German pas-
tries she often made. 
 
Pastor Meissgeier explained that her 
parents came to the United States 
knowing almost no English, but they 
learned the language of their new 
country quickly. ñI was always proud 
that they were bilingual.ò 
 
Since its inception in 2001, the mission 
of Concordia Trust has been to support 
and promote German language educa-
tion, scholarship and cultural program-
ming.  ñIn our increasingly multi-
cultural world, it is valuable to have an 
understanding and appreciation for 
another language and cultureò, stated 
Marlene Stocks, Concordia Trust Presi-
dent.  ñThis award will help motivate 
area high school students to develop a 
proficiency and enthusiasm for the 
German language and culture, espe-
cially in an area that has been enriched 
by the rich tapestry of German immi-
grant contributions.ò
